Paul Nahon Ratified Presidential Elector
Missouri Republican State Convention

Paul Nahon was ratified as a Presidential Electotha 2008 Missouri State Convention in
Branson, Missouri.

There are 9 Congressional Districts in MissourictEaCongressional District elects one
Presidential Electors at their April Congressio@ainvention. Two Presidential Electors are
elected at the Missouri State Convention. Thigl$oll Presidential Electors for the State of
Missouri. On December 15, 2008, each elector tnalel to Jefferson City and cast two votes
each: one for President and one for Vice President.

Q The Electoral College is the body of representatiwghich formally elects the President and
L = e Vice President of the United States. Rather thimecdy voting for the President and Vice
Paul Nahon President, U.S. citizens cast votes for ElectordleQe representatives, known as electors. While

electors are theoretically, free to vote for thadidate of their choice, in practice they pledge to

vote for specific candidates. Because all of tleeteks from a state will generally vote for thedidential candidate that receives the
most votes in that state, U.S. Presidential canmzadgncentrate on winning the popular vote in alwoation of states that choose a
majority of the electors, rather than campaignmgvin the most votes nationally

Currently, the Electoral College is composed of BB&tors. Each state has a number of electord amtlze number of its Senators
and Representatives in the United States Conghelsitionally, the District of Columbia is given aimber of electors equal to the
number held by the smallest states. U.S. terrgaaie not represented in the Electoral College.

Each elector casts two votes: one for Presidentomedfor Vice President. In order to be electedardidate must have a majority
(currently 270) of the Electoral Votes. Should rmmdidate for President win a majority of the elealt@otes, the choice is given to
the House of Representatives. Should no candidatéite President possess a majority of the elattamtes, the choice is given to
the Senate.

The Constitution allows each state legislature ¢sighate a method of choosing electors. Althoughoniginally the case in a
majority of states, at present, 48 states and tistri€ of Columbia have adopted a winner-takespalpular vote rule—The
candidate that wins the most votes in the stats tia support of all of that state’s electors.

Candidates with less than a plurality of the natii® popular vote can win a Presidential electibnis has happened on several
occasions in American history. Critics argue theckral College is inherently undemocratic and gieertain swing states
disproportionate influence in selecting the Prasidad Vice  President. Adherents argue thaEthaetoral College is an important
and distinguishing feature of the federal systemd, protects the rights of smaller states. Numepmustitutional amendments have
been submitted seeking a replacement of the EldBwnllege with a direct popular vote. However, tlu¢he difficulty of amending
the Constitution, no submission has ever succeggfabsed both Houses of Congress.

Being chosen as a Presidential Elector is vergtigieus. Presidential Electors are very strongd faithful people to their party.

Paul Nahon has been active with the Greene CouepulRicans for many years. He first served on thee@e County Republican
Central Committee in 1967. He served as GreengntyoCoordinator for President Ronald Reagan, ®entack Danforth,

Senator Kit Bond, Congressman Roy Blunt, Chairhef Greene County Republican Party, and worked inynegher Republican

Campaigns including the Bush/Cheney recount teafldnida. He has served several times as an Adterand Delegate at the
Republican National Conventions.

The first Republican Greene County BBQ was in 1860 was sponsored by the
Young Republicans. The purpose of the BBQ wasatsermoney for the Young
Republicans. The Young Republicans, YR’S, wouldate part of their funds to
local candidates.

Burrell Sr., Paul Bradshaw, Bill Ryan and E. Mitithéough.

LoVene (Lampe) Claypole was in charge of the lBBIQ mainly to emphasize the
name “Lampe”. The Greene County Republicans vdastemeone to challenge
Democrat State Representative Paul Canady. ThesecGene Lampe, husband of
LoVene Claypole. Gene Lampe barely lost his HaceState Representative that
year.

His deputy, Bob Ggnised
his truck to help move tables and benches. Shdeiffdrix even had a couple of inmates that would.h&he
jail cook, Rudy, prepared the BBQ sauce at the @&€aounty Jail and brought it to the BBQ at Dolirigjll
Putnam at Hiland Dairy donated the ice cream Dixis.

The Greene County officeholders were responsibledbing tickets to the BBQ.

The BBQ has always been prior to the August prinzang a place for Candidates to hand out theirditee,
gives speeches, and visit with their constituents.

In 1966 TARGET was formed. TARGET, the fund ragsemd social arm of the Greene County Republican
party, was the idea of State Senator Paul Bradsldamige Don Burrell Sr. established the name fORGET
(The Association of Republicans Getting Everyongyéfber). Larry Dixon and Al Sikes were also
instrumental in establishing TARGET. After trwrhation of TARGET in 1966 the TARGET board began
sponsoring the TARGET BBQ and other fund raising ancial events for the Greene County Republican
party. In 1980 the BBQ left Doling Park and movedPhelps Grove Park.

The TARGET BBQ is still alive and well today!"! €iTARGET Board under the direction of President®av
O'Dell is planning a great 2008 TARGET BBQ.
